Present at the meeting were the following members of the Groom Creek Fire Board of Directors:  Vice-Chairman Gary Williams and Board Clerk Terry Hammon. Assistant Chief Manzanedo represented the Fire District. Chairman Bob Schulz was absent.

Approval of minutes of Previous Regular Meeting:
Terry Hammon, seconded by Gary Williams, made a Motion to Approve the Minutes of the August 4, 2009 Regular Meeting and it passed unanimously.

Public Appearances
Residents from Mt. Trittle were in attendance to discuss the possibilities of housing some type of fire apparatus for local suppression efforts. Resident Keith Russell offered to make his 18,000 gallon tank that he uses to reclaim water from a mine on his property, available for GCFD to use for any fire suppression efforts in the Mt.Trittle area.

Chief’s Report
1. Technical Rescue Class – Captain Joe Hernandez and full-time Firefighter Cory Culbertson were acknowledged for their participation in this year’s Regional TRT Training. This 5 week intensive training session is being hosted by Prescott Fire Department and includes participants from around the state. High angle, confined space, and swift water rescue techniques will be covered. Each class will run from 8am to 5pm, Monday through Friday. Our personnel are expected to report for the remainder of their shifts on days of class that fall on regularly scheduled shift days. This training is physically as well as mentally demanding and these participants should be commended for their efforts.
2. Miscellaneous – With the recent thunderstorm activity in the area and the lack of local Forest Service resources, Engine 411 has been requested several times this month to assist PNF with addressing local smoke reports and suppressing tree fires. Lightning down strikes were determined to be the cause for the majority of these incidents.
