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() = stoplight Instructions:

1) When you enter Prescott (marked by passing Bucky's Casino/Hotel), make sure you stay
on Gurley Street (from Phoenix, stay in the left lane).

2) Stay on Gurley in the left lane. You will go through 4 stoplights and make a left at the 4th light
(Mount Vernon). Follow Mount Vernon for 5 miles (it will turn into Senator Highway).

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DIRECTIONS: As you enter Prescott westbound on Highway 69 from I-17, or
southbound on Highway 89, the road will turn into Gurley Street. This is the main
thoroughfare of Prescott. Follow Gurley Street to Mt. Vernon Street, which will be the 4
stoplight once you enter town.

At Mt. Vernon Street, turn south (i.e. left). If you reach Jack in the Box, or Downtown
Prescott, you've gone too far. There is a Friendly Pines Camp sign on the southwest
corner of Gurley & Mt. Vernon.

Mount Vernon St. then becomes the Senator Highway; follow the pavement up into the
hills about 5 miles.

Turn right at Marapai Road, (there will be a large white sign marking the event) and
follow the pavement about 1/2 mile.

Turn left on Peter Mackin Drive (dirt road), which will become Friendly Pines Road as
you cross Groom Creek at the bottom of the hill. About 1/2 mile beyond the end of the
pavement, you'll see our large sign on the right. Turn in and follow the pavement into
camp!

PARKING: Carpooling is recommended, but Friendly Pines Camp will provide parking
for 200 cars. Overflow parking will be available. All parking is free.

The Registration / Check-in area is about 200 yards from the Camp.

Restrooms: Restrooms will be provided at Friendly Pines Camp. Port-a-johns will be
provided near the start/finish line..
